Select one question from below and write a paragraph (250 character limit) to answer it. These questions are intended to help students introduce their environment to other students on a more personal level. They are to be answered based on personal  experience and do not require 'research'.

1. What were your hottest and coldest days like last year? What do you remember doing on each of those days? Did you have to stay indoors?

2. Describe typical outdoor activities you participate in during the summer and winter. If you don’t have winter and summer, describe typical outdoor activities for your other seasons, like rainy and dry seasons.

3. How do your pets act in the warmest and coldest months of the year? How do you take care of them in these months? Do you need to do anything different for them during the different seasons?

4. Describe the seasons in your environment (Winter, Spring, Summer, Fall, Rain vs. Dry Season). When does each season occur, how long does it last and what are one or two words to describe each season (e.g., summer is “hot” and “muggy”, winter is “sunny” and “very cold”)?

5. Describe where your school islocated in relation to large bodies of water, mountain ranges, and location on your continent. If there are no large bodies of water or mountains nearby, simply state this and describe other physical features in your environment.

Select one question from below and write a paragraph (250 character limit) to answer it. 

These questions are intended to help students introduce their environment to other students on a more personal level. They are to be answered based on personal experience and do not require 'research'.

1. Describe any recent extreme environmental events (hurricane, tornado, tsunami, earthquake, flood, etc.) in your local area.

2. Describe the amount of shade you have in your schoolyard or in an area near your house and the source of that shade. Also describe approximately how long during the day the area is shaded, and what affect this shade has on the organisms living there.

3. Describe the typical types of ground covering (vegetation, exposed bedrock, soil, pavement, concrete, etc.) in your local schoolyard or near your house. Is it similar in the surrounding area?

4. Do you have snow in the winter months? When does the first snow happen? When does the snow finally melt? When does ice on lakes and other waterways form and melt? If you have rainy and dry seasons instead of winter and summer, describe when the rains first come and when they stop.

5. Pick a wild animal that lives in your environment and describe some of its behavior changes through the different seasons.
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
