Description of the program in your country and recent activities in 2017: The main actors in the GLOBE Program Cameroon are Pedagogic Inspectors (Advisers, Curriculum specialists, course experts) who take roles in mentoring teachers on the major investigation areas. As such, receive support from the Inspectorate General of Education as well as enjoy subvention from the Ministry of Secondary Education to equip GLOBE schools with GLOBE science materials, train and mentor teachers.
In 2017, a training workshop was held in Yaounde with the participation of about sixty teachers representing thirty secondary schools. The Country Coordinator took part in the GLOBE Annual Conference in New Haven, USA. The combined result of these workshops and involvement in the annual conference enhanced the quest to revamp the GLOBE Program in Cameroon. In fact, early 2018 saw the triumphant endorsement of the regulatory instrument on the modalities for steering the GLOBE Program in Cameroon by the Minister of Secondary Education and the Minister of Basic Education. Of course, the Office of the Prime Minister is currently reviewing this important text for publication in the course of the year.
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
