· The work done in the GLOBE program in Saudi Arabia is divided equally among regional educational districts. Where schools are affiliated with each educational administration coordination is carried out with the directorate of the region, as well as the teachers.
· Schools are included according to the educational plan of the training department in the ministry of education. Several training sessions for teachers were conducted on the GLOBE program, increasing the number of schools and providing them with tools. The training took place in Jordan, with funding from the ministry of education.
