Organization and Number of Staff:     The GLOBE Staff in Pakistan are not employees of the Ministry of Climate Change they are teachers working on voluntary basis. The team consists of the country coordinators, School Principals, teachers, students and scientists etc. There are around 45 teachers and 970 students from various schools in Pakistan working on globe activities. 
Funding by: The Ministry of Climate Change of Pakistan is not funding the Globe Program. The program is mostly running on the goodwill gesture and support of Principals of Various Schools as well as the teachers who are working voluntary in it.  
Cooperating Organizations/Individuals: No funding and support for the program was received from the Ministry of Climate Change or Government of Pakistan. It was done by collecting funds from various donors through the effort of CC and voluntary staff.
GLOBE Schools: In Pakistan since Government funds and cooperation is not available so few schools are actively participating in the Globe. So far around 36 schools are working in globe. These schools are mostly private schools who can afford to buy Globe Equipment on their own.
GLOBE Protocol Areas:  The main Earth Spheres considered for investigation in 2019 were:
1.Atmosphere
The Globe Students conducted  daily measurements of cloud and contrail cover and type, air temperature, precipitation, precipitation pH, barometric pressure, relative humidity, surface ozone, surface temperature, and aerosol optical thickness.
2.Hydrosphere
 Students did  weekly  measurements of water transparency, temperature, dissolved oxygen, pH, either conductivity or salinity, alkalinity, and nitrate-nitrogen of a body of water near the school. Students also collected data about the types and abundances of freshwater microinvertebrates in these waters.
3.Pedosphere
 Students carried  out   a soil profile (either in a soil pit, an augered profile or a road or stream cut), take soil samples, and analyze them to determine the characteristics of various soil layers. They also took measurements of soil moisture at various depths and locations at various time scales (some according to satellite overpass) and took  daily to weekly measurements of near-surface soil temperature. 
Number of Schools Reporting Data over Past Year:   Many schools in Pakistan were collecting data but few data was uploaded on GLOBE website. 
Program Implementation, International Cooperation in GLOBE Network, and Activities over Past Year (categorized by GLOBE Strategic Plan 2018-2023 Goals):
· Education: Globe program was implemented in school curriculum; a proper time table was provided for learning about Globe Protocols. 
· Science:  Students were exposed to activities related to the protocols of Atmosphere and Hydrosphere.  They learned through research and field trips.  Few inter school competitions took place in Pakistan.
· Community: The GLOBE students along with the support of teachers and scientists went on few field trips. They took measurements and analyzed their data. Tree Plantation Day, Earth Day and Water Day were celebrated.
· Technology:    Poster competitions were conducted on World Soil Day and Earth Day

· Communications: All communication with the GLOBE schools was done via an assigned GLOBE teacher working in the school by CC.
